
Matthias K. Weber (*born 1994 in Krems an der Donau*) is an Austrian composer and arranger. 
He began his musical education at the age of nine with the trumpet, later adding piano, 
percussion, and trombone. Early on, he developed a strong interest in jazz, particularly big band 
music.


He gained formative experiences performing with the BORG Big Band Krems, the Youth Jazz 
Orchestra of Lower Austria, and the big.mdw.band. The first performance of one of his own 
compositions took place in 2011 by the Youth Jazz Orchestra of Lower Austria. In 2016, he 
founded the Big.Matt.Band, with which he recorded and presented his own works. He later 
expanded his compositional focus to include works for wind orchestra and various ensemble 
settings.


In addition to his work as a composer, Weber is involved in radio and pop productions in his own 
recording studio and remains active as a trumpet player in both studio and live settings. His works 
were first published in 2019 by 'Tuba Musikverlag’. Since 2025, he has been a composer with 
Symphonic Dimensions Publishing and works as an arranger across a wide range of musical 
genres, from classical music and jazz to popular music.
